Outreach, engagement, and relationship building with students on campus to build group
membership

Network with other student groups on campus and supportive faith leaders

Plan, promote, and organize regular programs/events for the SCM in collaboration with
membership

Where possible, seek student club status

Meet regularly and as much as needed with the National Coordinator to check in on activities
and for guidance and support, and provide brief written reports on local unit activities/progress
at least once a semester

Promote SCM National programs

Steward and use SCM resources and tools responsibly, including keeping general records of
activities, and documenting expenses for reimbursement
